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Introduction 
The growing interest in various hand-crafts throughout this 

country, most especially in pottery, has by now resulted 

in the production of a certain number of works which do 

have a significant place in the body of New Zealand Art. 

The present exhibition does not aim to present a definitive, 

or even a highly selective collection of New Zealand 

era ft work, but rather, a cross section of 'work in pro­

gress'. Crafts included are weaving, dyeing, pottery, jewel­

lery and furniture making. 

It might be noted in passing that a healthy trend shown by 

this exhibition, particularly in the pottery and weaving sec­

tions, is an experimentation with local materials — the 

search for a form of pot-making, for instance, which has 

an identity with New Zealand and is not merely a trans­

plant ition from another culture.
