• Entry Period: The competition runs from 3 April to 19 April 2026. 

• Daily Hours: Entries must be completed and submitted between 11:00 am and 
3:00 pm. 

• Location: Submissions are only accepted via the official submission box located 
in Te Ātea North Atrium, Auckland Art Gallery. 

2. Eligibility 

• Open to All: There are no age restrictions for this competition. Whether you are 5 
or 105, we want to read your work! 

• Originality: Your entry must be your own original work and created during your 
visit to Artland. 

3. How to Enter 

• Use the provided writing sheets found in Te Ātea North Atrium. 

• Complete the required fields, including your contact information and the 
consent sections. 

• Place your completed sheet in the designated submission box before the closing 
time on 19 April at 3pm. 

4. Judging and Prizes 

• Selection: Winners will be selected by the Gallery’s Learning Team based on 
creativity, originality, and connection to the Artland theme. 

• The Decision: The judges' decision is final, and no correspondence will be 
entered into.
